Mr. Maloney said the Ad-Hoc Committee has not met since the last Harbor Advisory Board

meeting and so there is currently nothing to report.

Ms. Meissen said the Ad-Hoc Committee met with Karissa Willets of the Morro Bay National
Estuary Program who updated the NEP’s list of a dozen or more projects and studies, saying
considerable progress has been made. She reviewed the problem of the decrease in eelgrass
and the inability of successful mitigation, along with detailing many of the NEP’s projects.

Mr. Maloney described the details of an overhead map of the bay, which shows eelgrass bed
monitoring, saying there are plans to do a sonar side-scan by boat. He also said the Senate Bill
1363 has passed, and there are hopes the funding will benefit eelgrass studies in Morro Bay.
