Carol Truesdale, Morro Bay, thanked the Public Works Department for all the work staff has done. She had 
questions regarding the spill that happened last week and if the City will go after Caltrans for remuneration 
for City time and money spent. 
 
Bart Beckman, Morro Bay, expressed concern with Ginny Garelick’s resignation. He stated there are 
questions that need to be answered about the Statement of Qualifications and who is part of the bidding 
and noted the costs of the purposed plant should be compared to the cost of Cayucos. 

 
Kerrigan Mayhan, Morro Bay, suggested there be a full work stoppage, no more money spent, and the 
project be revisited.

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Rob Livick presented the staff report. 
 
Discussion, comments and questions continued amongst Committee members, staff, and consultants. 
 
The public comment period was opened. 
  
Jeff Heller stated it would be a mistake to issue the RFP based on the RFQ process, noting the project 
description is vague and would like to see a project that’s clear, simple and well defined. He expressed 
concern about the flow numbers that are used for calculations.  
 
Barry Branin, Morro Bay, stated concern on the flow rates used and would like them defined.    
 
Tom Rost, Morro Bay, stated it is an error to split the force main and lift station, noting he would like to 
see one contractor, one bid, and lower the qualifications to attract smaller contractors.   
 
Nancy Bast, Morro Bay, would like to know the process the City will have to go through to make the 
property truly available for a plant to be built on. 
 
Bart Beckman, Morro Bay, commented on the Proposal Evaluation Criteria. 
 
Larry Truesdale, Morro Bay, stated support from the community is not there on the project cost as it is 
now, and expressed concern that residents may have to leave. Do not send this out.   
 
Kerrigan Man, Morro Bay, suggested there be a full work stoppage and the project be revisited.  
 
Tina Metzger, Morro Bay, asked for a description of the project, what facilities the draft EIR will be 
covering, and is the consultant working on the EIR working with a fluid description. 
 
Mark Hansen, Morro Bay, stated feels the facility should stay where it is and not move to the South 
Bay Boulevard location. 
 
The public comment period was closed. 
 
Rob Livick, Scott Collins, Joe Mueller and Mike Nunley responded to comments. 
 
Committee members will also email their questions and comments to be addressed. 
 
Discussion, comments and questions continued amongst Committee members, staff, and consultants.  
 
Richard Sadowski stated for the record that he believes this proposal be null and void and that we re-visit the 
approach.
