Dear City Council:

It is welcomed that there is finally a definitive price on at least a portion of all that is
involved with the moving of the City's sewer plant. However, it is insincere to declare
there is a "guaranteed not to exceed cost of $67,234,512" when in the very next
sentence it states, "should

that [exceed] occur, prior authorization by the Council in the form of a contract
amendment would be required.” In addition, the contract states at least 4 different ways
that the WRF Program may exceed costs:

6.16.2 Compensable Cost Escalation--should "the construction start date” be delayed
more than "12 months after the award date" due to financing.

7.6 Costs of Compensable Event--should there be a change in the law or error on the
part of "City's agents or contractors."

8.2.1 Change Order--common occurrences.

9.10.3 Suspension of Work--"as a result of suspension, delay, or interruption by the
City."

The City would have more credibility if its wording was more accurate and consistent.
Unfortunately, the cost may well be more than that quoted above.
